The New York State Junior BASS Chapter Federation held
a State CastingKids Championship at the Bass Pro Shop in
Auburn, NY on Saturday, October 7, 2006.

Kevin Ritz, while competing in the 11 to 14 age group,
dazzled the crowd by casting a perfect 150 score. This win
now makes Kevin a 3-time NYS Champion.
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NYS 2006 CastingKids winners are Damion Merkel and Kevin Rit

Damion Merkel took top honors in the 7 to 10 age
group with a score of 70.

Each youngster must first compete and win a Casting
Kids contest at the local level before becoming eligible
to compete at the State level. Each contender must “flip”
a lure at a target 10 feet away, then “pitch” a lure at a
target 20 feet away and finally “cast” a lure to



a target 30 feet away. Each target is a bullseye, which is made
up of scoring rings, with the top score totalling 50 points for
each of the three categories.

As New York State finalist’s, Kevin and Damion will be
traveling to Birmingham, Alabama in January 2007 to com-
pete in the Semi-finals. A victory in Birmingham will mean a
ticket to the Bassmaster Classic in February.

2007 could be the year for New York! Mickey Fortunato
and I have known Kevin for a number of years and it would
be difficult to name someone who is as dedicated or who
practices any more diligently for this event than Kevin. Please
joins us in wishing both Kevin and Damion the best of luck in
Birmingham!
